The Olympic Games are a great and major international event featuring summer and winter sports. 

Here, thousands of athletes participate in a great number of competitions. The Games are currently held every two years, with Summer and Winter Olympic Games alternating.
In fact, in Ancient Greece this event was a Panhellenic festival held every fourth year and made up of contests of sports, music, and literature. 
Since 1896 the name has been used for a modified revival of the ancient Games, consisting of international athletic contests held at four-year intervals. The original Games included:

· footraces, 
· the discus and javelin throws, 
· the long jump, 
· boxing, 
· wrestling, 
· the pentathlon, 
· chariot races. 
The Games declined but they were revived in the late 19th century through efforts led in part by Pierre de Coubertin; the first modern Games were held in Athens. 
Programs for the Summer Games include competition in:

·  archery, 
· baseball, 
· basketball, 
· boxing, 
· canoeing, 
· cycling, 
· diving, 
· equestrian sports, 
· fencing,

· football (soccer),

The program for the Winter Games includes:

· the biathlon, 
· bobsledding, 
· ice hockey, 
· lugeing, 
· skeleton sledding, 
· snowboarding, 
· ice skating 
· skiing events. 
Events are periodically added and dropped. The celebration of the Games encompasses many rituals and symbols, such as the Olympic flag and torch. There are over 13,000 athletes that compete at the Summer and Winter Olympics in 33 different sports. The first, second, and third place finishers in each event receive gold, silver, and bronze medals, respectively.
From 241 participants representing 14 nations in 1896, the Games have grown to about 10,500 competitors from 204 countries at the 2008 Summer Olympics scope and scale of the Winter Olympics is smaller. 
The Olympic symbol consists of five intertwined rings and represents the unity of the five inhabited continents (America, Africa, Asia, Australasia, Europe). The colored version of the rings—blue, yellow, black, green, and red—over a white field forms the Olympic flag. 

The United States has hosted four Summer and four Winter Olympics, more than any other nation. Among Summer Olympics host nations, the United Kingdom has been the host of two Games, and will host its third Olympics in 2012 in London. Germany, Australia, France, and Greece are the other nations to have hosted the Summer Olympics twice.

In August 2008 was celebrated the closing celebration of the Beijing 2008 Olympic Games, in China.  The evening's performances featured an eclectic mix of  China’s  ethnic minority cultures and various modern elements. Spectacular fireworks formed a circle, the Chinese symbol of harmony and renewal, above the stadium immediately afterwards to indicate the successful completion of the Games. The Closing Ceremony also served to indicate the official start of London's role as host of the 2012 Olympics. 
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
